Tax Deadline Approaching!
Time is Running Out to Make a Gift

from your IRA

The IRA Charitable Rollover
ends on December 31, 2011.

It allows you (if you are an
individual, age 70%2 or older)

to make a direct transfer of no
more than $100,000 to the York |
County SPCA or other tax-
exempt charities. The great part
is that you don’t have to count
the transfer as income for federal income tax purposes.

* What are the federal tax implications to you of the IRA Charitable
Rollover gift? Provided that your rollover to York County SPCA is transferred
directly from your IRA account, it is not recognized as income on your federal
return.

* Does this transfer count toward the minimum federally required
distribution? Yes, the IRA Charitable Rollover gifts count toward your
minimum required distributions for the year that are required once you reach

age 70%.

* What is the procedure to execute an IRA Charitable Rollover gift?
Contact your IRA account administrator to learn the appropriate procedure.
If your account administrator does not require a specific form/format,
we offer a sample letter for your use. It would help to contact the SPCA
at pdavidson@ycspca.org when
you direct the rollover, so we can
be in touch with your account
administrator.

* From what accounts can you make
transfers? Transfers must come from
your IRAs directly to York County
SPCA. If you have retirement assets
in a 401(k), 403(b) or other, those
funds must first be rolled into an IRA. Then you can direct the funds from
your IRA to be transferred directly to the York County SPCA. (Sounds
complicated, but it’s not!)

* What are the state income tax implications of an IRA Charitable Rollover
gift? Each state has different laws. Please consult your tax advisor concerning
the tax consequences to you of a rollover donation. The SPCA cannot offer
tax advice.

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Humane Society Police Officer Updates

Susan Hess

Officer Boyer began investigating Susan
Hess in 2007 for alleged Cruelty to
Animals. Susan Hess housed numerous
animals over the years, including a

dog, cats, birds, a horse and a variety of
wildlife. In the fall of 2010 it became
apparent that the living conditions of the
animals began to decline as numerous
anonymous messages were received
disclosing the severity of the situation.
The majority of the animals were
moved indoors. Unfortunately, Officer
Boyer was not able to gain access to the
inside of the home or buildings without
having credible information from an
individual who was willing to testify in
order to obtain a search warrant. Officer
Boyer revisited the home on numerous
occasions throughout Fall 2010 and
Spring 2011 citing the condition of a
horse located in the pasture named
Skippy. Although Skippy’s condition
had declined, Susan Hess was willing and
did provide the required veterinary care
and de-worming for Skippy. Finally on
August 18, 2011, Officer Boyer was also
able to view the dog located inside the
home, a senior mixed Newfoundland,
who had extreme hair loss through his
back and down his rear legs. Officer
Boyer required that the dog in question
receive medical care for his condition.
Susan Hess then removed the dog from
the location. It was several months
until Officer Boyer was able to locate
the dog at a nearby town. The dog was
now in worse condition. Once Officer
Boyer found the dog, he was removed
from the property along with four cats
which had been housed outside in wire
crates in the pouring down rain. Officer
Boyer informed Susan Hess that she was
going to be cited for Cruelty to Animals
for failing to provide the above stated
dog with necessary veterinary care.
Officer Boyer also requested to view the
remaining animals but was told that all
of the animals had been set free to roam
in the wild. Officer Boyer continued

to return to the original location of the
horse weekly to verify he was receiving
adequate nutrition.

On November 1, 2011, the case
finally broke when Officer Boyer received
a phone call that a man was now ready
to testify and knew the location of the
remaining animals. This gentleman
provided Officer Boyer with a written
statement detailing the conditions the
cats and rabbits were left to live in to
include the death of a rabbit and what he
perceived as being starvation. A search
warrant was obtained and executed
on November 3, 2011 as the residence

of Susan Hess in Felton, York County.
During the search, one horse, 8 rabbits
and 15 cats were viewed living on the
property. The majority of the cats and
rabbits were located in the attic of the
home. They were confined to small
animal wire cages amongst their own
urine and feces. The cats appeared to
be frantic as we reached in to transfer
them from their cages to a safe small
animal transport carrier. The cats

and rabbits were without food and the
majority of them were emaciated. All of
the animals were removed and taken to
the York County SPCA where they were
immediately examined by York County
SPCA Veterinarian Dr. Kelly Bergman.
The horse, Skippy, was also taken to

the York County SPCA to be examined
by York County SPCA Veterinarian Dr.
Jen Johnston before he was taken to

his foster home. Once the exams were
complete, the cats were transferred to
their new living quarters within the York
County SPCA. They appeared ravenous
as they quickly ate and drank the food
and water provided to them. Once
their bellies were satisfied, they curled
up together and fell asleep. All of the
animals, dog, cats, rabbits and horse, have
been surrendered to the York County
SPCA and are awaiting adoption. If
you have a love for animals, please stop
by the York County SPCA to adopt. If
you are interested in adopting Skippy,
an appaloosa bay gelding, please email
Officer Boyer at nboyer@ycspca.org.
Any donations to help with the care of
these animals are always welcome and
appreciated.

Susan Hess has been issued
numerous citations for Cruelty to
Animals.

Daniel Stine

On July 22, 2011, Officer Boyer was
contacted by Pennsylvania State Police
regarding a dog that was tied outside,
tangled and unable to reach shade,
shelter or water. The dog appeared to

be in distress and needed immediate
assistance. A passerby had also viewed
the situation and was willing to transport
the dog to a local emergency clinic for
care. The Officer on scene permitted the
passerby to do so and the dog was taken
immediately for care.

According to witnesses, the dog was
tied outside on a trolley lead which then
became tangled. The dog was found lying
on the ground, limp and in what appeared
to be heat stroke. Efforts were made on

scene to try to hydrate and cool the dog
that could not even stand. When those
efforts were not successful, the Officer
allowed the dog to be transported to a
veterinary facility.

Officer Boyer was en route to the
scene but due to the location did not
arrive until after the dog was removed.
Officer Boyer was met on scene by the
owner of the dog, Daniel Stine. Mr. Stine
stated he had just arrived home as well
but was aware of the situation as the
Officer had informed him that his dog
was no longer at the property. Mr. Stine
took Officer Boyer to the location where
the dog had become tangled. Officer
Boyer took the air temperature at that
location, 118 degrees. The location was
without a source of shade for the dog to
keep cool during the extreme heat. Mr.
Stine surrendered his dog, Leo, a white
with brindle coloring male two-year-old
mixed pit-bull, to the York County SPCA.
After speaking with the treating
veterinarian and receiving eye witness
statements, Officer Boyer issued a
citation to Daniel Stine for Cruelty to
Animals.

Almenia Morris

Officer Boyer received a complaint on
January 26, 2011, concerning a dog which
had been locked in a garage. According
to the complainant, the dog had been
left to die. Officer Boyer responded to
the location in the city of York. Upon
arrival, Officer Boyer was able to view
one female, blue and white colored pit-
bull under the deck of the garage. The
dog was nothing but bones and skin. She
appeared frightened to see Officer Boyer
but when coaxed was willing to walk

out from under the deck to meet Officer
Boyer. Officer Boyer removed the dog
from the location. She was taken to the
York County SPCA to receive immediate
care which included a warm bed and a
good meal. The dog was later identified
by her owner as being Fantasia. The
owner, Almenia Morris, surrendered
Fantasia to the York County SPCA
several weeks later after she discovered
Fantasia was missing from the garage.
Almenia Morris was issued a citation for
Cruelty to Animals. An update on the
case will be available in the next issue of
the Pet Gazette.
